entered and there are at least five of each size and type
•    Sizes of plant material should be in metric units
•    EACH skid of plant material entered for judging must have a 

skid form filled out 
•    All plant material must be identified by botanical name as well 

as common name
•    Finished sizes must be noted in metric units and sized 

according to the Canadian Standards of Nursery Stock

Skids packed full have a very striking appearance
Quality of Plant Material: Uniformity in growth and habit, colour, 
lushness and density of growth
Recent Pruning: For shape is not favourable
Root Development: Judges do remove the pots and examine 
the root system. Marks are taken off where root balls fall apart 
(suggesting overwatering, recent potting or poor management 
practices)
Tree Guards: Please remove prior to judging. Judges examine 
the bark
